4. PROPOSALS FROM FRED.  Fred placed two proposals before the committee:  A) Alumni Varsity C  become a subcommittee of the Alumni Advisory Board and B) requests to amend several of the AVC Awards Program regulations.                                            A) The rationale for becoming a subcommittee of AAB include:   AVC is an alumni group and should be tied to the AAB.  Some of us (Jack, Elizabeth and Jeff) have served on the athletic working group of AAB.  The AVC mission to provide support for the department of athletics would not change.  After discussion, all agreed that this should be brought to Diane Loeser’s attention by Fred as to joining AAB as a subcommittee.  (Diane is the director of Alumni Relations.)                                                                           B) Awards program regulation amendments presented were reasonable and acceptable by the committee after the motion for acceptance by Charlie and second by Jack.  The motion to accept was passed unanimously.  The nine presented amendments will be included in the award program regulations.  The total rules and regulations will be made available upon request.
