Steve reported on several items:                                                                                                                                       1) A search committee will begin work this month to find a new athletic director.   The position should be advertised by October, resumes collected in November and December and interviews in January and February of 2013.                                                                                                                                                                                                                  2) Alan Yost(former soccer team member at Ohio Wesleyan) is the new interim, men’s soccer coach. His twin played on CU’s soccer team while Alan participated at OWU.                                                                                                                   3) Several ideas to promote attendance at CU athletic events:                                                                                                                                    a) Resident assistants requested to urge their student residents to attend sporting events.  In season sport coaches visiting students at lunch to chat with and invite attendance at games/matches.                                                                            b) Debo’s challenge(Debo = Denvy Bowman).  A kiosk is to be in place at sporting event entry points for students, faculty and staff to swipe their ID cards to garner prizes(the idea will be extended to other events such as conservatory, art exhibits, etc.).  Ten swipes by a student will gain a food coupon for the student, twenty swipes reward will be a tee shirt for students and thirty swipes will result in an i-pad for students and $200 into a professional development/improvement fund for faculty and staff entries.                                                                                            c) Football game events:  9-15 Super hero day.  Awards for best dressed student in super hero costume;              9-29 Seventies day(awards similar to super heroes day) ; 10-27 Zombie day with a zombie walk.                                     d) Hot dog eating relay tournament with brackets involving teams of four students from various frats, sororities and resident halls and then having a challenge with alumni pitted against the student champion.                                                    e) Business card/coupon hand out by SAAC(Student Athlete Advisory Council) members handing these out in the commuters lounge.  The coupons would give the bearer a free bag of popcorn and a soft drink at a sporting event.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      f) Patio parties for faculty and/or staff are now occurring for weekday soccer matches.  Different faculty/staff groups are invited to the patio for refreshments and interaction with the coaching staff.
